In my last word to you, I stated that 
òOne of the most devastating events 
in the last several weeks was the 
earthquake in Haiti.ó Now in this 
article I return to say that one of 
greatest crisis we have experienced in 
our town is the flood of May, 2010. 

Countless of homes and businesses 
have been impacted by this devastating 

event.  This disaster which happened 
in our backyard has affected many 

people and business owners who we know personally. 

Sometimes mission opportunities knock at our doors 
crying loudly for a response.  In this case, our churches 
heard the knock of missions and responded in a 
magnificent way.  Volunteers from several of our churches 
stood tall for Christ in missions and ministry. 

The week after the flood, the Disaster Relief team of the 
Cumberland Baptist Association was mobilized to help 
meet the needs of hurting people.  Many people from our 
churches, heard the call and responded in numbers to 
work, encourage, give supplies, and counsel to those who 
were in need.  I am grateful for each one of you.  Your 
Christian attitude, love for Christ, willing spirit, and 
servant spirit was a witness in this community.  Many 
desperate people received the gift of hope, because you 
shared with them in grace, love and kindness. 

I personally had the joy of speaking  with many people, 
hearing their hurts and, then, offering to them assurance 
through the team, and  giving them hope through counsel 
and prayer. 

In a nutshell, we cleaned, ran supplies to the homeowners, 
lunches to the workers and home owners, answered phone 
calls, purchased supplies, and witnessed to the 
homeowners and their families.

As always, you have demonstrated your response to the 
call to help those hurting, expressing hope to those in 
despair, and  ministering in the name of Christ. 

I am very grateful for your love, grace, and unselfish 
response in such a time as this.
