One of the most colorful people in the 
history of baseball is Casey Stengel.  He 
is legendary for his antics and sayings.  

 When Casey was seventy-five 
years old he was in his final year as the 

manager of the lowly New York Mets.  
Those were days of gloom for the Mets 
and the new crop of rookies did not 

seem to bring much hope.  During spring training, Stengel 
sent a rookie out to play right field.  Casey hit fly balls to 
the youngster and he missed every one of them.  When 
Stengel hit some on the ground, he missed those as well.  
Finally, Casey waved the boy in and said, “You hit me 
some.  I‟ll show you how to play it.” 

 Seventy-five year old Casey jogged out to the 
outfield where he proceeded to miss every ball the rookie 
hit to him.  When Casey came back in, he croaked to the 
rookie, “Son, you messed up right field so badly, now 
nobody can play it.” 

 Perhaps, you understand how the young rookie 
felt.  Some days it seems that no matter what we do it is 
wrong.  As a result we think that we fail at everything.  I 
have had people say to me that they are a total failure.  
Whatever they try, they end up thinking they cannot 
succeed at anything. 

 Maybe, you are feeling like the young rookie.  
Everything you try in church ends up in failure.  Your 
sermon falls flat, witnessing attempts are met with negative 
responses, and people do not respond to your leadership. 

We need to stop and remind ourselves that God‟s work is 
greater than all of us.  He is in control and his word does 
not return void.  When we sow the seed we are being 
faithful to the Heavenly calling of our father.  The glorious 
news of the gospel is that no failure need be final for the 
Christian.  Our God is a God of second chances who 
turns failures into victories.   The next time you feel like 
the rookie, remind yourself whose you are and the 
position you enjoy in Christ Jesus.
