òAcross Tennesseeó 

Godõs plan for sharing the gospel with 
every household is a simple, yet 
profound outreach which is part of a 
larger emphasis called òA cross 
Tennessee.ó  In the months ahead you 

will be hearing about this ambitious effort 
in our association.  In fact, from now 
until after Easter of 2010 you will have 

many opportunities to lead your church to be part of this 
great evangelistic effort. 

When your church makes a commitment to be part of 
these evangelistic thrust, you will be ask to engage heavily 
in three activities: prayer for the lost in your area, 
presentation of the gospel to the  households in your 
assigned area, and to make a follow-up of our efforts.  In 
other states, churches have been revived with new life and 
a new vision for the future. 

1.  Every church will be encouraged to pray for the 
 lost.  Concentrated prayer for the lost is 
 imperative if we are to reach people in the 
 communities where we live.  Ask every group, 
 Sunday school class, and ministry to begin now 
 praying for the lost people in your area.  After the 
 first of the year, train and lead your people to 
 prayer walk the areas of concern.  Experience has 
 taught us that during these times people have 
 received Christ. 

2.  Make a Gospel presentation to the households in 

 your area.  Bags, response cards and other 
 information you might add about your church can 
 be placed in these bags.  Mobilize your people to 
 place these materials of Gospel presentation in 
 every household in your community. 

3.  Follow-up is important to those who respond .  
 Think through how you will lead these people to 
 become disciples of Christ.  Explore the 
 possibilities of adding an additional Sunday school 
 class, a new ministry or the need to start a new 
 work.  Donõt forget to celebrate what God has 
 done in your midst. 
Soon, pastors will receive a guidebook for this emphasis.  

Read it, lead your church to participate, pray, ask 

questions, and visit our website in the future and rejoice in 

the growth of the kingdom of God in our association.
